SUMMER OUTINGS 2019

May: Cowden
Castle, Dollar

On a sunny Thursday, we
arrived at Cowden Castle’s
newly restored Japanese
Garden, ‘Sha Raku En’
(‘The place of pleasure and
delight’), set beneath the
Ochil Hills near Dollar.

Built in 1908 by owner and traveller Ella Christie, with Japanese
female garden designer Taki Handa, the garden was vandalised
in 1963 and fell into disrepair. Visiting it now with many young
Japanese maples, cherries, azaleas and hedges, was to see it
as she had done. The beauty and fascination of the garden
was immediately spread out before us with a peaceful loch at
centre stage. Traditional Japanese garden features (all with
Buddhist or Shinto meanings) surrounded it: a dry sand and rock
garden, zigzag and arched bridges to an island (representing the
passage from this life to the next), a ‘Welcome Gate’ and ‘Rest
House’ beautifully crafted in wood, stone lanterns, rocks and
stepping stones all set among mossy hummocks.

The garden will mature. Over
the next 10 years we could
experience the final vision of
a ‘stroll’ garden enclosed by
substantial trees, of delightful
views appearing and
disappearing around mature
maples, cherries, hedges and
clumps of Japanese azaleas.
It will definitely be worth
seeing again.
